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Abstract

The objectives of this research were 1) To study basic information in developing
a social studies teaching model based on constructivism combined with collaborative
learning by using a learning activity set on the rights, freedoms, and duties of a good
citizen, Social studies, Religion and Culture Subject areas, Mathayomsuksa 1. 2) To create
and develop a social studies teaching model based on constructivism along with
collaborative learning by using a learning activity set on the rights, freedoms, and duties
of a good citizen, Social studies, Religion and Culture Subject areas, Mathayomsuksa 1,
to achieve efficiency according to the criteria of 80/80. 3) To try out the social studies
teaching model according to constructivism along with collaborative learmning by using a
learning activity set on the rights, freedoms, and duties of a good citizen, Social studies,
Religion and Culture Subject areas, Mathayomsuksa 1 and 4) To evaluate and improve
the social studies teaching model according to constructivism along with collaborative
learning by using a learning activity set on the rights, freedoms, and duties of a good
citizen, Social studies, Religion and Culture Subject areas, Mathayomsuksa 1. The target
group used in this research was Mathayomsuksa 1 students who were studying in the
first semester of the academic year 2020, BanKota Baru School, KotaBaru Sub-district,
Raman District, Yala Province, Yala Primary Educational Service Area Office 1, 1 classroom,
which was the classroom in which the researcher was responsible for teaching 26
students, was obtained through purposive sampling. Research Instrument were
1) A small group meeting data analysis form (Focus Group), 2) Social studies teaching
model based on constructivism with collaborative learning 3) Learning activity set on
rights, freedoms and duties of good citizens 4) Lesson management plan 5) Group work
behavior assessment form 6) Academic achievement test and 7) Satisfaction
questionnaire. Data were analyzed by using Means, Standard Deviation, Percentage,
Efficiency value, and Content Analysis.

The results of this research found that 1) Basic information for developing a
social studies teaching model based on constructivism along with collaborative learning,
consisting of current conditions, problems in teaching and learning management,
guidelines for organizing teaching and learning appropriate to the area and guidelines for
creating appropriate social studies teaching models. 2) Social studies teaching models
based on constructivism combined with collaborative learning by using a leaming activity
set on the rights, freedoms, and duties of a good citizen. The Social studies, Religion and
Culture Subject areas, for Mathayomsuksa 1 is called “3PLFE Model” with an Efficiency
(E1/E2) equal to 82.30/83.46. 3) The academic achievement of Mathayomsuksa 1
students after studying was higher than before. And 4) Mathayomsuksa 1 students have
a high level of group work behavior and a high level of satisfaction.
