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Abstract

The objectives of this study were 1) To develop and find out the efficiency of
learning documents on knowledge and understanding about the Sufficiency Economy
by cooperative learning using the STAD technique, Social studies, Religion, and Culture
Subject areas, Mathayomsuksa 1 to be effective according to the criteria of 80/80.
2) To study the academic achievement of Mathayomsuksa 1 students before and
after learning with learning materials on knowledge and understanding about the
Sufficiency Economy by cooperative learning using the STAD technique, Social studies,
Religion, and Culture Subject areas, Mathayomsuksa 1 and 3) To study the satisfaction
of Mathayomsuksa 1 students towards learning with learning materials on knowledge
and understanding about the Sufficiency Economy by cooperative learning using the
STAD technique, Social studies, Religion, and Culture Subject areas, Mathayomsuksa 1.
The target group used in the study was Mathayomsuksa 1 students who were
studying in the 2nd semester of the academic year 2020, Ban KotaBaru School,
KotaBaru Sub-district, Raman District, Yala Province, Yala Primary Educational Service
Area Office 1, 1 classroom, which was the classroom in which the researcher was
responsible for teaching 26 students, obtained through purposive sampling. Research
Instrument were 1) Learning documents on knowledge and understanding about the
Sufficiency Economy by cooperative learning using the STAD technique, Social studies,
Religion, and Culture Subject areas, Mathayomsuksa 1, 2) Lesson management plan,
3) Academic achievement test, and 4) Satisfaction questionnaire. Statistics used in
data analysis were Percentage, Mean (X), Standard Deviation (S.D.), and Efficiency
values (E1/E2).

The results of this study found that 1) Learning documents on knowledge and
understanding about the Sufficiency Economy by cooperative learning using the
STAD technique, Social studies, Religion, and Culture Subject areas, Mathayomsuksa 1
had an E1/E2 efficiency value of 82.42/83.65. 2) Academic achievement of
Mathayomsuksa 1 students after learning with learning documents on knowledge and
understanding about the Sufficiency Economy by cooperative learning using the
STAD technique, Social studies, Religion, and Culture Subject areas, Mathayomsuksa 1
was higher than before learning, and 3) Mathayomsuksa 1 students were satisfied
with learning documents on knowledge and understanding about the Sufficiency
Economy by cooperative learning using the STAD technique, Social studies, Religion,
and Culture Subject areas, Mathayomsuksa 1 overall was at a very satisfied level.
